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SECTION I
GENERAL CONDITIONS
ARTICLE 1 - Purpose

This protocol sets up the basic conditions and requirements of a double degree program between
Bachelor of Arts in International Finance, Yeditepe University, Turkey, and Bachelor of Science in
Finance, State University of New York at New Paltz to be offered by the parties of this protocol. This
protocol thus serves as a framework for the detailed regulation of the program. Notwithstanding any
other definition, this protocol shall be as binding as a final agreement. Formal supplements to this
protocol are subject to the same approval process and signature authority as this "protocol".

ARTICLE 2 — Scope

This protocol establishes the principles and conditions regarding the level, student admittance,
curriculum, testing and assessment, attendance, student leave, maximum period of study, requirements
for graduation, academic failure, diplomas, tuition and other program related issues of the co-education
program between Bachelor of Arts in International Finance, Yeditepe University, Turkey, and
Bachelor of Science in Finance, State University of New York at New Paltz, USA.

ARTICLE 3 - Basis

This protocol has been drawn up on the basis of ‘“Turkish Higher Education Law numbered 2547’
published in Official Gazette of Turkey dated November 6, 1981, and numbered 17506 ; “Regulation
On Joint Education And Training Programs Between Turkish Higher Education Instituiions And
Higher Education Institutions Abroad” published in Official Gazette of Turkey dated October 10,
2016, and numbered 29849; “Regulation on the Principles of Transition Between Programs, Double
Major, Minor and Credit Transfer between Institutions at Associate and Bachelor Level Programs in
Higher Education Institutions™ published in the Official Gazette of Turkey dated April 24, 2010, and
numbered 27561 and “Regulation On Undergraduate and Associate Degree Education of Yeditepe
University” published in Official Gazette of Turkey dated December 28, 2012, and numbered 28367
relevant regulations of the State University of New York at New Paltz, and other relevant regulations.

(1) After the approval of this protocol by YOK, the joint program will be initiated if the application
for student admittance is deemed appropriate by YOK.
(2) Any changes to be made in the text of this protocol are subject to the approval of YOK.

SECTION 2
STUDENT ADMISSION

ARTICLE 6 - Determination of the Number of Students for Admission Each Year

The number of Turkish and foreign students to be admitted to the joint program will be determined by
Yeditepe and SUNY-NP together and will be submitted to YOK for approval.

ARTICLE 7 - Admission Rules for Yeditepe

(1) The admission and placement of the Turkish students who completed their secondary education
to the joint program will be based on the YKS administered by OSYM.

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(2) The joint program will only accept students based on equal weight score type.

(3) Admission of non-Turkish students to the joint program is subject to the criterions
(www.international.yeditepe.edu.tr) that has been drawn up on the basis of Article 14/f of Law
numbered 6287 published in the Official Gazette of Turkey dated April 04, 2012 and numbered
28261.

(4) For students who come to Yeditepe after the first two years at SUNY-NP, admission to
SUNY-NP; successful completion for the first two years at SUNY-NP with a cGPA of (cumulative
grade point average) 2.0/4.0; and being a citizen of Turkey or holding a valid visa that allows them
to study in Turkey are required.

ARTICLE 8 — Admission Rules for SUNY-NP

The admission of the students for SUNY-NP requires;

(1) Having admission to Yeditepe and meeting the requirements set down by Yeditepe for
language proficiency,

(2) Being citizens or permanent residents of USA, or holding a valid temporary resident visa for
USA, or having obtained USA Student Visa (or exchange student visa);

(3) Having successfully completed all the courses and academic requirements for the first two
years at Yeditepe with a cGPA of (cumulative grade point average) 2.0/4.0.

Students with Turkish Republic nationality or dual citizen students one of whose nationalities is
Turkish Republic, provided that they meet the criteria of SUNY-NP, can be admitted to the double
diploma program by taking advantage of the SUNY-NP quota if they continue their secondary
education abroad and complete their secondary education (high school) in high schools abroad
(except for Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus high schools).

SECTION 3
PROGRAM FEES
ARTICLE 9 — Education Fees

Students must pay all the mandatory fees (tuition fee, etc.) for official enrollment at the institution of
which the student is being a student of this joint program according to this protocol.

Students shall be responsible for obtaining necessary visas and comply with all immigration laws and
regulations of the country of the host institution. The host institution shall cooperate in such efforts
and provide students with the required documentation.

All expenses, including living, transportation and education, are entirely covered by students. Yeditepe
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and SUNY-NP are not responsible for supporting any student expenses.

ARTICLE 10 - Payment of Tuition Fees

(1) The annual tuition fee for the joint program is paid in two equal installments to the institution
where the study is conducted.
(2) Tuition fees are paid at the beginning of the semester before course registration.

ARTICLE 11 - Scholarship
In case of scholarship, rules and regulations of the home university and home country are applicable.

SECTION 4
CONTENT OF THE JOINT PROGRAM

ARTICLE 12 —Duration of the Program

(1) The normal duration of the joint program is 4 academic years. The maximum period of study
is 7 academic years.

(2) Yeditepe students will attend the first two years of the joint program at Yeditepe, and the
remaining two years of studies at SUNY-NP. SUNY-NP students will attend the first two years of
the joint program at SUNY-NP, and the remaining two years of studies at Yeditepe. The total ECTS
(European Credit Transfer System) value of the program is 240.

ARTICLE 13 - Medium of Instruction

The medium of instruction for the joint program is English. Students are required to document
language proficiency in order to commence their academic studies. Applicants whose native language
is not English must submit a minimum score of 79 on internet-based TOEFL or 213 in computer-based
TOEFL or 550 on paper-based TOEFL.

Students who do not meet the language proficiency requirements of Yeditepe will be admitted to the
English Preparatory Program at YEDITEPE English Preparatory School. The maximum period of
study at the English Preparatory Program is two years. These students are subject to the ‘Rules and
Regulations regarding Education and Examinations of Yeditepe University English Preparatory
School’, and must meet attendance requirements.

The joint program students who are registered by Yeditepe and who cannot provide the foreign
language requirements at the end of the maximum level of education can register at a Turkish language
equivalent program at the higher education institution where the student is enrolled. The student can
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also be placed (if so requested) by the OSYM to any Turkish language program with a base point
condition as of the year of enrollment at the higher education institution. Students who are registered
by SUNY-NP and cannot meet SUNY-NP language requirements in the maximum time allocated can
transfer in accordance with SUNY-NP and US requirements. .

ARTICLE 14 - Academic Failure

Students who fail to meet the requirements of a course are required to repeat the coursework at the
same institution. In case the partner institution accepts equivalence, a course may be repeated at the
other institution as long as 25% of the total coursework counting toward the degree is completed at the
other partner institution and student meets the residency requirements of partner university.

In case of academic failure, the joint program students are subject to the following application,
which is stated in Article 14 of the relevant regulation:

(1) Joint program student whose registration is terminated due to academic failure at Yeditepe will
be terminated from joint program.

(2) A student who is registed by Yeditepe and who is expelled due to academic failure in the joint
program while studying at SUNY-NP can make a transition according to “Regulation on the
Principles of Transition Between Programs, Double Major, Minor and Credit Transfer between
Institutions at Associate and Bachelor Level Programs in Higher Education Institutions™ published
in the Official Gazette of Turkey dated April 24, 2010, and numbered 27561. A student who is
registed by SUNY-NP and who is expelled due to academic failure in the joint program while
studying at Yeditepe can make a transition in accordance with SUNY-NP and US rules.

(3) If the student’s registration is terminated in one of the institutions the registration will be
terminated in both universities.

ARTICLE 15 - Diploma

Students who meet the academic requirements of both institutions will be awarded two independent
diplomas: one from Yeditepe in Bachelor of Arts in International Finance, and one from SUNY-NP,
in Bachelor of Science in Finance. At the back of both diplomas the following statement will be
written: “This is a joint program between YEDITEPE University and SUNY-NP”. Samples are
attached in Appendix 1.

SECTION 5
ACADEMIC PROCESSES OF THE JOINT PROGRAM

ARTICLE 16 — Curriculum, Registration and Registration Renewal
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The four-year academic curriculum can be found in Appendix 2. Any changes to the academic
curriculum will take place after both universities’ mutual agreement and will be reported to YOK.

During the first two years of coursework of joint program students, they will remain enrolled as regular
degree-seeking candidates at Yeditepe. During the remaining two years of coursework, students will
be enrolled as regular degree-seeking candidates at SUNY-NP and are expected to maintain the full
time course load of SUNY-NP. )

Joint program students under the terms of this protocol shall comply with all the application deadlines
and renew their registrations as set forth by academic calendar of both institutions.

ARTICLE 17 — Grading Systems

The academic success of a student in a course will be determined based on the rules and regulations
of the institution offering the course.

Students’ course credits and grades will be bilaterally recorded, transcripts maintained, and cumulative
grade point average (GPA) will be calculated at both institutions.

Transcripts of students will be transferred to the partner institution at the end of each semester. Please
see Appendix 3 and Appendix 4 for grading systems at Yeditepe and SUNY-NP.

ARTICLE 18 — Leave of Absence

The joint program duration cannot exceed the period as defined by the legal related legislation of both
Turkey and USA. Students, under special circumstances, may take leave of absence for one or two
semesters by the mutual consent of both institutions. The duration of the leave of absence does not
count towards the maximum duration of the joint program. The total duration of the leave of absence
cannot exceed two years.

ARTICLE 19 - Disciplinary Actions

Students will be subject to the administrative and disciplinary regulations of the institution they are
studying at.

ARTICLE 20 - Student Transfer

Student transfer requirements regarding the joint program will be implemented in accordance with
Article 22 of the Related Regulation.

MISCELLANEOUS AND FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 21 - Other Conditions

For cases that are not covered by the rules set forth in this Protocol, the valid official rules and
regulations of each institution’s country will be in effect.

All students shall have equal administrative rights / duties, and shall get access to educational resources
available to students at both universities.

Both institutions agree to provide the following to incoming joint program students: arrange on-site
orientations, assist with academic advising, provide adequate information about the institution and the
associated costs of study and living, assist with housing, medical facilities, counseling services and
offer other privileges similar to those provided to regular students. Both institutions give the
consultancy for the selection of courses. Students should select the courses in their field from the
course selection catalog of the both institutions.

Neither institution shall identify the other in any promotional advertising, disseminate any promotional
materials to the general public, and use the name, trademark, service mark, symbol, nickname or logo
of the partner institution without the prior written consent of its authorized representatives except to
identify the existence of the protocol and the nature of their relationship.

Both institutions subscribe to the policy of equal opportunity and non-discrimination on the basis of
race, sex, color, sexual orientation, age, ethnicity, religion, national origin or disability.

Both parties of this Protocol agree that personally identifiable information regarding students involved
in this exchange shall be kept confidential and not released except to institutional officials or others
based on educational or legal requirements.

ARTICLE 22 — Protocol Duration

The said Protocol will be valid for a period of 5 academic years starting from the date of YOK approval
to start admitting students. The said Protocol can be renewed upon mutual agreement and acceptance
from YOK.

ARTICLE 23 - Termination of the protocol

(1) The Protocol may be terminated at any time provided that it is notified to the other party in
writing six months in advance at the request of the parties.

(2) In the event of termination of this Protocol for any reason, the Parties will allow existing
students to continue their studies until the completion date foreseen.

ARTICLE 24 - Resolution of Conflicts

In cases that are not covered by the rules set forth in this Protocol, relevant rules and regulations of
each institution will be in effect. Both institutions shall seek to resolve any dispute through mediation
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and correspondence which, if necessary, may involve senior representatives. In case these disputes
cannot be resolved through mediation, then the laws and the regulations of the country and the
university where the student is enrolled shall apply.

ARTICLE 25 - Language of the Protocol

This protocol is written in both Turkish and English, and both versions are valid. In case of a dispute
or interpretation differences, the English text version shall be taken into account.
